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Notification Procedures of commercial activities of air carriers from non EU Member States in the territory of the Czech Republic

Each air carrier from non EU Member State, which intends to provide commercial activities in the Czech Republic, in connection with scheduled air transport shall have 

I. established its own representation as an Organisational Unit in the territory of the Czech Republic registered in the Commercial Register kept by registration courts, or 
II. appointed a General Sales Agent (GSA) and perform its activities through it.
In accordance with paragraph 71b of the Act No. 49/1997 Coll. on Civil Aviation, as amended, and in accordance with the respective bilateral air transport/services agreement it is necessary to submit a notification of launching of commercial activities in the territory of the Czech Republic in connection with scheduled air transport to the Civil Aviation Department of the Ministry of Transport of the Czech Republic.

The notification shall be sent by an air carrier in writing at least twenty (20) days prior to launching of sales at one of the following contacts:

I. In the case of the Organizational Unit the notification shall include at least the following information:

a. name of air carrier, address of place of business (possibly delivery address), identification number or any other similar data, signature of person submitting the notification, which matter the notification is concerned;

b. name and address (including phone, fax and e-mail contacts) of the air carrier’s Organisational Unit;

c. type and description of services and activities offered in the territory of the Czech Republic (e.g. sale for passengers and/or cargo).

The Organisational Unit has to be registered in the Commercial Register of the Czech Republic. Information about important matters which are requested for the registration above mentioned Organisational Unit in the Commercial Register of the Czech Republic can be obtained in the relevant registration court.

II. In the case of an appointed GSA the notification shall include at least the following information:

a. name of air carrier, address of place of business (possibly delivery address), identification number or any other similar data, signature of person submitting the notification, which matter the notification is concerned;

b. name and address (including phone, fax and e-mail contacts) of GSA;

c. type and description of services and activities offered in the territory of the Czech Republic (e.g. sale for passengers and/or cargo).

Air carriers are obliged to inform the Civil Aviation Department of the Ministry of Transport of the Czech Republic of any changes relating to the notification within the limit of fifteen (15) days since occurrence of said changes.
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
