Supplement

to an application to obtain an exemption permit from limitations on the driving of certain vehicles, pursuant to Sec. 43 (1) and (2) of Act no. 361/2000 Coll.

(For applicants outside of the Czech Republic.)

Application
The applicant should be forewarned that to obtain an exemption permit from the limitations on the driving of certain vehicles pursuant to Sec. 43 (1) and (2) of Act no. 361/2000 Law Diqest, such warrant must be presented for the requested transportation and movement of the vehicle in the Czech Republic as to clearly show the reason of special importance ascribed to that transportation.

In permitting the driving of the said vehicle, preference shall be given to a specific route (specification of destination, towns on route, and road numbers).  The passage of that vehicle throughout the (entire) territory of the Czech Republic may only be permitted in exceptional cases. 

A copy of the vehicle’s log certificate must be enclosed with the application, in order that the number plate of the vehicle, type of the vehicle, the owner (operator) of the vehicle may be ascertained (verified), as well as other insport out data.

In order that all formalities related to issue permit carried out, the application must be delivered to the Ministry of Transportation at least 14 days in advance, to the following address:

The application must also be presented in the Czech language.

Permission

The exemption permit may only be sent via post or handed over in person to the authorised person.  It cannot be sent by fax or e-mail. 

The permit may be granted for one vehicle, in well-reasoned cases for more vehicle.

The permit grauting is not subject to any fees.
